The bond
shall be conditioned that the licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless the City from all accidents,
damage, liability, claims, judgments, costs, or expense caused by any negligence arising from a failure to
adequately protect plumbing work, by unfinished, unskilled, or inadequate work or arising out of
furnishing defective material.
